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Aleana Egan’s collages, photogrophs, videos and scu|pturo|
installations delicately address the non-linguistic qualities
of place and memory. Generated through an acute and
intuitive response to a specific place, she creates abstract
sculptures, relief works and drawings which respond to the
sites they occupy. Often using fragments of literary texts to
title her works, Egan is interested in the non-verbal description

of experience, triggered by association and elusive references.

In doing so, her works operate like compressed images of
the memory or mood of a specific experience and spaces.
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
