This edition made in 1988 — generously donated by
Contemporary Art Society Trustee, Mark Glatman - is typical
of his work at that time in its muted, subtle palette and its
vocabulary of images culled from scientific sources: plant,
spore and crystalline structures, which confuse the
botanical with the microscopic and molecular.
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
