q SPECIAIL Fund for the acquisition of British and Foreign !’rints :u!d
Drawings, distinct from the general fund of the Society, was founded in

1919. Prints or drawings purlu.'lr.nsul b_v.lhis Fun_d wi!llrcmzfir? Ior a
limited period in the Socicty’s possession, and will be available for C,\’h‘ibltmn:
both in London and in the provinces. They will then be ul}'c%'cn,l to the Trustees
of the British Museum for presentation to the Department cl! I’I’lnt?ﬁ and Dmv.v—
ings, or to other galleries. The Keeper of I’rmts_ and .l}rm\'mgs .w1||, ex ?ﬁﬂﬂ,
administer the Fund, and make such purchases from it as he thinks desirable,
reporting to the Committee. :

A list of the principal acquisitions from 1920 to 1923, ;m-.? a statement of
accounts are appended. A more detailed separate Report, with list of Sub-
scribers, was issued early in 1924, A first exhibition, consisting of works acquired
up to April, 1920, was held at 22 Montagu Square, in May of that year. Other
exhibitions were held during 1920 at the Art Gallery, Derby, and the Mappin
Art Gallery, Sheffield ; and, in 1921, at the Laing Art Gallery, Newcastle-upon-
Tyne, and the Leeds Art Club, at 22 Montagu Square, W., and at the Corporation
Art Gallery, Bradford ; and, in 1922, at the City Art Gallery, York, and the
Municipal Art Gallery, Birkenhead. In March, 1923, another exhibition was
held at 22 Montagu Square, and the English works acquired by the Fund were
included in the exhibition held at Grosvenor House in July.

A first instalment of the Fund's acquisitions, comprising 31 single prints
by Toulouse-Lautrec, Nieuwenkamp, etc., and sets of prints by M. Busset,
A. Renoir and F. S. Unwin (total cost, £94 3s. 4d.) was presented to the British
Museum in 1922. The Trustees have recently accepted the much more con-
siderable gift of 11 drawings (including specimens of G. L. Brockhurst, J. Currie,
L. L. Gloag, S. Gosse, A. E. John, B. Meninsky, W. Rothenstein, A. D. Rutherston
and .l‘:' Wadsworth) and 150 prints, almost exclusively of the British School,
acquired before 1923. The cost of this collection, so far as it was made by
purf:h_;ls‘.c. was f348 r15s. od. The nucleus of a collection suitable for future
t‘;‘(hlblliﬂns. and a large number of foreign prints and drawings remain in the
Society's possession.
